Viewing Report 

NARRATIVE

After the expected strong competition in the summer, portfolio 

performance has really got back on track with a combination of new 

series launches and returning favourites.

Channel 4 continues to dominate late peak on Tuesdays and Fridays 

for AD1634's, thanks to the strength of GBBO and Gogglebox.

In the week commencing 8th November, Channel 4 had the top 3 

performing AD1634 shows across commercial TV that week.

Channel 4 has pulled in viewing figures of 6+ million on 15 occasions 

this year. This compares to 12 and 10 times to this point in 2020 and 

2019 respectively.

George Clarke Retuned on Wednesday with a new series of Old 

House New Home up on slot for Individual and ABC1AD share by 

+12% for ABC1ADs respectively.

An average of 1.6m viewers tuned in to watch Irelands triumph over 

New Zealand in the Autumn Rugby Internationals. Between 14.45-

1730 Channel 4 was the most watched channel across all TV for 

Individuals, ABC1AD's, ABC1ME and AD1634's. Viewing peaked at 

2.7m at 17.10 giving C4 an audience share of 23.5% for Individuals 

and a massive 41% for ABC1ME.

Australia with the series coming to an end, also Gogglebox saw week-on-week growth 
whilst we’ve also benefitted from the box set of Close to Me

• Views compared to the same week last year was particularly strong so the year-on-year 
growth is only up +2%. What’s driving the slight year-on-year growth is Married at First Sight
Australia

• Gogglebox saw +10% growth week-on-week with Friday’s ep up +44% vs the previous 
weeks ep due to it being up against the football on ITV

• Despite being down week-on-week Eps 1-7 of Taskmaster S12 are up +2% vs the same eps 
of last series (0-7 Dyas O&O)

• Married at First Sight Australia has delivered the most weekly views since the current series 
started at the beginning of October
